‘n Nuwe oorlog oor Eskom-tariewe kan binne die volgende weke
losbars. Alle aanduidings is dat Eskom vanjaar op die prys van 
elektrisiteit sal moet staatmaak om te help om vir sy kapitaalprojekte te 
betaal.

Dit kan beteken dat die prys van elektrisiteit baie meer sal moet styg as 
wat algemeen verwag word, wat weer tot ‘n stortvloed van kritiek en 
selfs massa-optrede kan lei.

Dit is grootliks weens die effek wat die wêreldwyse ekonomiese
kredietknyptang op Eskom se verkryging van finansiering vir die 
projekte gehad het. "In die ideale wêreld sal infrastruktuur nie deur 
tariewe gefinansier word nie. Maar ongelukkig is die finansiering van 
Eskom se kapitaalprojekte nog nie afgehandel nie," het mnr. Jacob 
Maroga, Eskom se uitvoerende hoof gese.

Maroga se alternatiewe bronne van finansiering moet om twee redes 
oorweeg word. Eerstens is dit besonder moeilik om finansiering in 
vandag se markte to bekom. Tweedens maak die tydsberekening van 
ons projekte dit noodsaaklik om finansiering spoedig te bekom.

Eskom moes sy aansoek om ‘n tarief verhoging vie die boekjaar 1 April 
2009 tot 31 Maart 2010 reeds teen 1 April by die Nasionale 
Energiereguleerder ingedien het, maar die datum het gekom en 
gegaan omdat Eskom steeds besig was om te onderhandel.

Dit blyk dat Eskom binne die volgende twee weke sy aansoek sal 
indien.

Mnr. Patrick Craven, woordvoerder van Cosatu, se die vakverbond is 
"absoluut gekant teen enige tariefstyging wat nie aan inflasie gekoppel
is nie” . Hy se ook dat Cosatu sal tot erenstige optrede oorgaan as 
verhogings deurgevoer word wat nie aan inflasie gekoppel is nie.
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As the OUDTSHOORN BUSINESS CHAMBER 
moves forward and we try to deliver more, we require 
the assistance of our members to share their 
successes, developments and expertise with us –
communication is a two way street – we are only as 
strong as our members.  If there are areas in which 
members think we are weak, we would like to know 
about this so that we may improve our service and 
the manner in which our experienced staff deliver to 
our members.

COMBINED OFFICE
