Rabbets het gereageer op vrae wat Besigheidskamerle de aan hom gestuur het nadat die kamer ’n vergaderi ng met hom 
versoek het.

Behalwe vir selfoonrekeninge wat nie aan raadslede gelewer is nie, is pensioenbydraes verkeerdelik aan  raadslede betaal, 
en reis- en verblyfskuld oorbetaal sonder dat stawen de dokumente ingedien is. Die geld moet nou terugbe taal word.
“Amptenare moes nooit toegelaat het dat sulke hoë sk uld ontstaan het nie,” het hy gesê. 
Rabbets het gesê alle skuld van raadslede is intusse n geverifieer en gedetailleerde rekeninge aan hulle  verskaf. Hy het 
gesê hoewel Nasionale Tesourie vereis dat alle skuld  eenmalig terugbetaal moet word, dit waarskynlik ni e haalbaar is nie 
en samesprekings dalk met Tesourie  gevoer sal moet  word. 
Volgens Rabbets sal die ontstaan van die selfoonsku ld waarskynlik deur ’n forensiese ondersoek wat die  munisipaliteit 
aangevra het, aangespreek word. 
Hy het aangedui dat raadslede tans ’n  toelaag van R750 vir selfone ontvang en dat die foon sluit as di e perk bereik word.

Van die ander kwessies wat Rabbets aangespreek het,  is:
• Die aanstellingsproses van ’n hoof- finansiële beam pte en hoof van infrastruktuur word deur die Ilima Trust, ’n 
onafhanklike groep, hanteer. Hulle wys finale kandi date aan en doen  ’n aanbeveling aan die raad. 
Volgens Rabbets is uitstekende aansoeke vir die pos te ontvang, wat landwyd geadverteer is. 

• Die munisipaliteit het begin met die invordering v an agterstallige skuld van R68 miljoen. 

• Hulp is by die provinsie gevra om  kundiges beskik baar te stel wat kan help met die implementering va n die herstelplan 
van die Groter Oudtshoorn en die aanspreek van die groot behuisingsagterstand. 
Rabbets het ook aangedui dat hy die minister van on derwys versoek het om die Groter Oudtshoorn se 
behuisingsagterstand ’n loodsprojek te maak en so b y die groot probleem betrokke te raak. 

• Spreiligte by die De Jager Sportstadion sal op die  vroegste volgende jaar aangebring kan word nadat d ie Raad besluit het 
om Municipal Infrastructure Grants (MIG)-fondse van  die staat eerder vir stormwater en paaie aan te we nd.
Daar sal weer aansoek gedoen word vir MIG-fondse vi r die doel van die spreiligte. Intussen word ’n ver eiste ligimpakstudie 
by die stadion gedoen.

• Rabbets het gesê hy steun die beginsel dat Groter O udtshoorn Toerisme (GOT) meer munisipale fondse moet  kry, maar 
het aanbeveel dat die GOT meer aandag gee aan strat egiese beplanning, vroeëre deelname aan die GOP-pro ses, ’n 
ordentlike bedryfs- en kapitaalbegroting en bemarkin gsplan. Volgens hom is daar ook provinsiale en nasio nale fondse vir 
toerisme beskikbaar en moet Oudtshoorn hiervan prob eer gebruik maak.

• Ten opsigte van die munisipale stortingterrein het  Rabbets gesê die Oudtshoorn munisipaliteit en die E den 
Distriksmunisipaliteit onderhandel tans oor die ont wikkeling van die huidige terrein as ’n streekstorti ngsterrein wat 
volgens moderne metodes bedryf sal word en waar dee glike herwinnings- en stortingsmetodes toegepas sal word. Die 
terrein sal nie na verskuif word nie. Calitzdorp se  vullis sal ook waarskynlik by die terrein op Oudts hoorn gestort word.
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ADMINISTRATIEWE oorsigte van amptenare blyk die gro otste oorsaak te wees van die 
opgehoopte selfoon- en ander skuld van verskeie raad slede van Oudtshoorn, het die 
waarnemende munisipale bestuurder, mnr Wessel Rabbe ts, op 1 September by ’n 
ledevergadering van die Oudtshoorn Besigheidskamer gesê.
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Welcome

Melcus Nel welcomed all present, especially André
Stuurman, and the meeting was opened with a moment o f 
silence.

He discussed the possibility of continuing to have the  
management meetings in the mornings.

IT WAS AGREED that the morning meetings were more 
convenient to most of those present and that meetings  
should continute to be held at 07:30.

Financial Report (Jacobus Maloney)

Jacobus Maloney reported that the current income for 
membership fees   for 2009 was R53 000, with R28 000  
profit.  He said that it had been a good year so fa r.

Melcus Nel requested that the accounts for membership be 
sent out early in January 2010 to existing members.  H e 
further requested that a budget be drawn up for 201 0 and 
presented at the next meeting. 

•Ward Committee Involvement

Melcus Nel encouraged the management committee to get
involved in their respective ward committees.  He said  that 
he would discuss the matter of the notices that are  sent out 
informing the public of the ward meetings.

He reiterated the following:

-Management members should participate in the     
respective ward committees

- The ward committee members should have the necessary 
experience and training to carry out what is expected o f 
them

- The format of the ward meetings should be revised �

Appointments at the Municipality

André van Greunen enquired if any further progress had 
been made with the personnel appointments.

Diane de Jager responded that the mayoral committee had 
met yesterday and were busy with the final process.

Relationships

Melcus Nel discussed the relationship that had been built
between the chamber and the Municipality.  He mention ed 
the closed meeting that had been held with Wessel 
Rabbets and said that should Mr. Rabbets not be pre sent at 
the management meetings, then a separate meeting wo uld 
be held with him to discuss the various issues.  He  
requested that Helen Butler arrange a meeting with Mr. 
Rabbets.

Entrance to the Town Hall

Leon Coetzee enquired if there had been any appeals
against the enlargement of the entrance to the town ha ll.

Diane de Jager said that she was not aware of any appeals
that had been lodged.  She stated that it was a cas e of “not 
looking a gift horse in the mouth”.

Police College Project

André van Greunen discussed this R55m project as well as 
the Dysselsdorp and golf development.  He stated th e 
importance of using local contractors for these pro jects 
and in so doing keeping the revenue in Oudtshoorn.

LED Process

Melcus Nel outlined the meeting held with Alfonso Sauls 
from Sauls & Associates and said that certain sectors h ad 
been identified such as manufacturing, transport, 
construction, tourism and agriculture.  He stated th at 
committees would be formed to effectively address e ach 
sector.  He said that the next LED meeting would be  held 
on 24 October and stated the importance of ensuring  that 
the representatives of the various sectors attend a ll LED 
meetings.  He requested that Helen Butler add the p oint 
“CBD Development” to the projects list.

Community Police Forum

Hennie Davel reported on the projects and processes of the 
CPF as well as the street guards.

Melcus Nel requested that Hennie Davel send a letter 
outlining the street guard project to Helen Butler for 
distribution to the members.

Hennie Davel discussed the CPF bank account and the fact
that the forum does not have a chairman at present.  He 
said that they were looking at the possibility of appoi nting
a permanent overseer for the street guards, and discu ssed
the various ideas he had to motivate them.

Melcus Nel suggested that the street guard project be put 
on the chamber’s budget and encouraged Hennie Davel to 
negotiate with Vodacom/MTN regarding sms systems for 
this project.

IT WAS DECIDED that R500 could be transferred from the 
chamber’s account to the CPF account for expenses.

Hennie Davel thanked Melcus Nel and the Oudtshoorn 
Business Chamber for their generosity.

Golf Day

André van Greunen gave details of the next golf day which
would take place on 28 October 2009 and would be 
sponsored by Stanmar.  He said that the final golf d ay 
would be held on Wednesday 25 November 2009 and 
requested that Geoff Wilck and the network portfoli o 
committee arrange the Bring & Braai that would be h eld 
after the game.  He said that guests should bring t heir own 
meat and salads/bread would be provided.  Drinks ar e to be 
purchased from the cash bar at the clubhouse.

Melcus Nel discussed his experience in Alphen and said
that a clear message had been received from the mayor of 
Alphen that he wants to speak to people who are in 
permanent structures within the municipality.  He sai d that 
the 19 students in Oudtshoorn that had received bur saries 
had made a positive impression on the people in Alp hen.  
He stated the importance of making contact with the  
Alphen Business Chamber (Kamer van Koophandel).
